Language Tip

We can use the colors we learned to talk about the fruit.  The color (an adjective) 

comes before the name of the fruit. 

 

Examples: 

Yellow bananas  Orange oranges  Red watermelon 

Purple grapes  Green pears   Red strawberries 

 

To use more than one color, put “and” between the colors. 

 

Examples: 

Red and green watermelon  Purple and green grapes 

Yellow and green pineapple  Red and green strawberries
